Grown in sunny Sonoma County in our well-drained soil next to Copeland Creek. The

flavor in these grapes fully develops in an extended season made possible by the cooling

morning fog and afternoon breezes off the nearby Pacific Ocean. After fermenting and

aging in 100% French oak barrels, our Chardonnay matures into a wine that is soft and

bright, subtle and creamy. Layers of ripe fruit, oak, and butter promise a silky smooth

finish in this engaging wine.
