Complex aromatics of smoke,

spring flowers, damp earth, blueberries, raspberries, and cherries are followed by a wine

with gorgeous ripeness, medium to full body, good underlying acidity as well as purity, fine

texture, and superb intensity. This beauty should be consumed over the next 6-7 years.

REVIEWS:

 The 2006 Beautiful Earth Proprietary Red possesses slightly less weight as well as

concentration, more noticeable acidity, and elegant blue and red fruit characteristics

with an intriguing floral component. Medium-bodied and spicy, it should be enjoyed over

the next few years.
